The method of discharge for bulk wheat is always using grabs direct into tipper trucks

through hopper. The grabs are connected to the ship’s crane which must be in good
working condition at all times because there is no shore crane available so far. The
average discharge rate is around 1500/gang/hold/day (WP/AGW). 3 to 4 gangs per
shift can be allocated depending on the stowage plan, availability of discharge
equipment and Receiver ability to take the cargo.
